Abstract
A Note on “the Butterfly” (Saburo KIMURA)

This article deals with the development of the iconological image of the butterfly in European art. ([) In antiquity the
image of the butterfly represented the soul leaving the body at death. The Greeks used the winged figure of Psyche (the Greek
word for ‘soul’) personified in Apuleius’ story. So butterflies were often represented in art from the ancient times through to
the Renaissance, and even into the nineteenth century. (Ch.2, a) (PL 1-4), (II) In Christian art, the butterfly is a symbol of
the resurrected human soul. The life-cycle of the caterpillar, chrysalis and butterfly symbolizes life, death and resurrection,
as if in a Still-Life ; this is particularly evident in many works of the seventeenth century. (Ch.2,b) (pl.5-13), (II) The image
of the butterfly as a creative representative of frivolity and rashness is found in many literary works, such as those of Shake-
speare etc. (Ch.3-4) (pl.14), (IV) The final section reveals that Orientalism must have been an important influence in the rep-
resentation of this insect from the 18th century onwards, especially on the basis of the classical tradition in ceramic design in

l the West. Many butterflies can be seen in flight on the surface of the dishes or vases of the “chinoiserie” style. Towards the
| end of the 19th century, Japanese prints also exerted an influence on the ceramic arts of Europe, and this is echoed in litera-
ture and music.
